Answer the following questions using complete sentences. You must restate. (20 Points):
1. Who (or what) is the article about?

2. What happened in the article?

3. Where did the event/research in the article take place?

4. When did the event/research occur?

5. Why/How did the event happen?

Word Challenge (15 Points):

Choose three words from the article that are new to you or that might be challenging for another
middle school student. Write the word, part of speech, and the definition of the word as it is being used
in the article.

For example: Ventricles (noun) - the two lower chambers of the heart.

Opinion/Reflection Paragraph (25 Points):

Write at least one paragraph ( 8 - 10 sentences) on how you felt about the information/events/research
in the article. Your paragraph should include the following...

-Restate or start with a hook. ( For example: In the article...)

Answer these four questions:

-Did you learn anything new or interesting?

-What will be the impact of this new information/event/research?

-How will this information be helpful to you or those around you?

-Would you recommend this article to a friend? Why or why not?

Use information from the article to support your answers.

-You must include at least one fact, one example, and one quote to support your reasons.
